	Procedure: 

-Students will learn about Pop Art and Pennsylvania Pop artist Burton Morris.

-Students will choose an object from pop culture to practice drawing on a sheet of sketch paper.

-Students will trace the sketch on to a clear transparency to create an outline of the image.

-Students will add Black spikes around their object to create emphasis.

-Students will flip the transparency over.

-Students will fill in the outline (one the backside of the transparency) with acrylic paint.

-Students do not have to paint the background.

-Students will let paint dry.

-Students will use double sided tape to adhere the transparency to a piece of colored construction paper.
