A parody is a work created to mock, comment on, or make fun at an original work, its subject, author, style, or some other target, by means of humorous, satiric or ironic imitation.
Parodies can be created in art, film, or music.

	Daily Learning/Assessment Activities:

Materials/Resources
Soft lead pencils                            American Golfic parody poster
Thin black markers                        LHOOQ by Marcel Duchamp (Mona Lisa parody)
Thin colored markers
Colored pencils
Masking tape
Artwork photocopies

Introduction
- Students will be assigned an artist and artworks such as Girl with Pearl Earring by Jan Vermeer,    

  Sunday in the Park by George Seurat, Mona Lisa by Leonardo da Vinci, Thinker by Auguste  

  Rodin, Self portrait with Monkeys by Frida Kahlo, and American Gothic by Grant Wood. 

-Students will create a thumbnail sketch of the original work of art including title and artist in their    

 sketchbooks.

-Students will create one or more thumbnail sketches of their parody idea.

-Students will write their name on a 9x12 plain white paper.

-Students will use a soft lead pencil to shade the back of their photocopied artwork.

-Students will tape photocopy securely to one side of their 9x12 white paper creating a flap.

-Students will trace original artwork firmly with a pencil, remembering all details. Picture will transfer to plain white paper.

-Student should lift flap to check occasionally to make sure they have not missed any details.

-Students can remove photocopy and tape.

-Students will look at their thumbnail sketches and start adding or subtracting parts of their transfer, making sure they are leaving enough of the original so that it is recognizable.

-Students will use a thin black marker to outline pencil lines. 

-Students may choose thin colored markers or colored pencils to color parody artwork.

-Students will complete artist statement to describe inspirations and artistic choices.

Assessment/Rubric

Craftsmanship (5)- Students use materials with care to create a work that is neat and organized.

Composition (5)- Students use space effectively. Artwork is visually appealing to viewer in overall appearance and presentation. 

Concept/ Creativity (5) –Student demonstrates and communicates clear understanding of unit topic using the elements and principles of design to create an original work of art.

Content (5) – Student follows lesson criteria.

  -Original work is recognizable

  -Work is outlined with black marker and colored with colored with markers or colored pencils.

  -Student name is on the back of their white paper.

  -Artwork is transformed in a humorous, ironic or thoughtful way.

  -Parody title is on the back of the artwork or neatly written on the front.
